The above-recommended modules by the Education committee are the core content and are a must to deliver. However, many topics in the recommended modules are overlapping and repeating and some required topics are missing.  Therefore Course II & I will be combined and the following is one recommended path to satisfy the needs and requirements in Australia whilst remaining true to the core content and time frames recommended by the Education Committee of SSSWF.

Certificate in Sathya Sai Education (Cert. SSE):

Course Objectives  

Knowledge

· To familiarize participants with the basic Core Content of Sathya Sai Education.

· To expand participant’s knowledge of the content and the interrelationship of each subject area

· To introduce subjects that lead to greater understanding of teaching and instruction with respect to their application to Sathya Sai Education.

· To enable participants to better understand the process of self-transformation.

Ability

· To develop the ability to incorporate the principles of Sathya Education in their personal, professional or family life.

·  To develop the ability to incorporate the principles of Sathya Sai Education in an educational setting, whether SSE, or an informal, non-formal or formal venue.

· To make a personal commitment to strive to become an exemplar of the universal human values

· To expand the ability to apply the principles of Sathya Sai Education in the Community or Workplace and initiate a project with the oversight of an ISSE.

· To expand the ability to incorporate SSEHV in the classroom and school

· To make a personal commitment to strive to become an exemplar of the universal human values

Benchmarks of Expected Outcomes  

At the conclusion of Certificate Course:

Introductory Level participants who have completed Module 1 will have the knowledge and abilities to plan, manage, monitor and adapt to the situation in which they are implementing the principles of Sathya Sai Education.  

The participants will be able to demonstrate:

· Knowledge - of the key elements of the Core Syllabus of Sathya Sai Education;

· Ability - beginning to plan and implement under supervision clearly articulated learning or educational goals; and to contribute towards developing a culture and environment of Love.

Participants who have completed Module 1 can depart with a Certificate of Completion of Course One when all modules, assignments, and an evaluation by the ISSE team have been satisfactorily completed.

Participants continuing on to finish Modules 2 & 3 respectively of the certificate course will have expanded their knowledge and ability to plan, manage, monitor and adapt to the situation in which they are implementing (or are expected to implement) the principles of Sathya Sai Education, and will have a more in-depth understanding of the process of self-transformation associated with Sathya Sai Education.

At the conclusion of all 3 modules of the Certificate course, the participants will be able to demonstrate:

· Knowledge - expansion of their knowledge and deeper understanding of the interrelationship of the key elements of the Core Syllabus of Sathya Sai Education.

· Ability - in planning and implementing a project that incorporates the principles of Sathya Sai Education.

A Certificate of Completion of SSE Teacher Training is issued when all modules, assignments, and an evaluation by the ISSE team have been satisfactorily completed.
